History of the premises licence

The premises has benefitted from a premises licence since the old Justices’ Licence was
converted at the coming into force of the Licensing Act in 2005. The licence has been
transferred and the DPS varied a number of times since this initial licence.

The licence was transferred into the current licence holder's name on 13.02.19. At the same
time, he became the designated premises supervisor. A copy of this current licence is

appended at Appendix 1.

The premises itself is an end-terrace property, sitting on the corner of the junction of Seymour
Street with Brighton Street. Seymour Street joins Eaves Lane close to the Lyons Lane
roundabout. The premises is surrounded on all sides by high-density, residential properties. A
plan view of the premises is appended at Appendix 2.

Application for the review of a premises licence

On 13" June 2023, an application for the review of a premises licence was received from PC
6884 Connoally, for and on behalf of the Chief Constable of Lancashire Constabulary. A copy
of the application is appended at Appendix 3 and is concerned with the licensing objectives of
The Prevention of Crime and Disorder and The Protection of Children from Harm being
undermined at the premises.

The grounds for the review are as followed:

The premises has failed two test purchases of age-restricted products in recent weeks, in that
a trimming knife was sold to the 13 and 15 year old test purchasers on 17.05.23 and alcohol
was sold to the 16 and 17 year old test purchasers on 02.06.23.

Advertisement of the applications and relevant representations

The application was advertised in accordance with the regulations in that a notice was
displayed at the premises, at the Council Offices and a copy of the application was published
on the Council’s website for the whole 28-day consultation period.

During this period and on 3™ July 2023, additional documents were provided by PC Connolly
to support his application, comprising a report and appendices including a witness statement,
an image of the premises, covert body worn camera (BWC) footage of the alcohol test
purchase and Police BWC footage of the subsequent visit both on 02/06/23. An additional
appendix includes a number of proposed conditions to be imposed. These documents are
appended at Appendix 4.

On 11" July 2023, a representation was received from Jason Middleton, Principal Officer
Alcohol and Tobacco of Lancashire County Council.

Comments of the monitoring officer
17. The licensing objectives and policies which members must have regard to in reaching their
determination are referred to in the report, as is the right of appeal of the premises licence
holder and those who applied for a review.

Conclusions and options

18. The decision should be based on the individual merits of the application and the
representations (if any). In accordance with Regulation 26(2) of the Licensing Act 2003
(Hearings) Regulations 2005, a decision must be made within the period of 5 working days
beginning with the day or the last day on which the hearing was held.

19. In accordance with Section 52 of the Act, the Authority must, having regard to the application
and any representation made, take such steps (if any) as it considers appropriate for the
promotion of the licensing objectives. The steps are:

a) To modify the conditions of the licence, (including altering, omitting or adding any

condition),

b) To exclude a licensable activity from the scope of the licence,

¢) Toremove the designated premises supervisor,

d) To suspend the licence for a period not exceeding three months, or

e) To revoke the licence.

20. Where the Sub Committee decide to take such steps at a. or b. of paragraph 21 above, they
may provide that they have effect for only such a period (not exceeding three months) as they

may specify.
